Most of the class evaluations by students are 4 or more on a 5—point scale, and I feel that the behavior of
standing in a Japanese—style room has become quite familiar.

In the first year of Reiwa, we conducted a questionnaire survey on 80 items that we would like all students to
acquire through the tea ceremony culture class. We can see a list of what students learned and what they

didn't, by subject, so I'm thinking of incorporating it next year.

Student achievements
As a result of self-inspection by students, most of them became aware of etiquette in their daily lives.

External exchanges based on the tea ceremony have also begun to take place.

Future goals (short term and long term)

(Short term) Students will be able to do thin tea and thick tea by themselves, and be able to serve thin tea and
thick tea to customers.

(Long—term) After graduation, I want students to become people who can always cooperate with others and be

attentive, without forgetting to be considerate of the others.
