Compared to the learning related to technology, [ think that the learning related to theory is less likely to be
directly useful after becoming a childcare worker. However, I often hear from graduates that when they
reproduce and utilize the theory they have acquired in class after graduation, their understanding is much
deeper than when they were students. I will continue to give lectures that will remain in the hearts of graduates

and will be useful in the field of childcare. We aim for both short and long term learning outcomes.

Future goals (short term and long term)

In the world of childcare, there are things that do not change and things that change. In the future, while
valuing the unchanging things, such as the mindset that childcare workers should have, I would like to convey to
the nursery teachers information on rapidly changing things, such as Al technology that changes the childcare

environment, and trends in childcare support measures, etc.
